Mikojan-Gurevig MIG-19 (v kédu NATO ,Farmer”) byl sovétsky dvoumotorovy, jednomistny proudovy
stihaci letoun druhé generace, kterym byla vyzbrojena od roku 1958 i Ceskoslovenska lidova arméda.
510 0 prvni sériové vyrab&ny nadzvukovy letoun na svété. Stihaci letoun pro kaidé pocasi vstoupil v
roce 1955 do vyroby jaka MiG-19P. Mezi hlavnl rozdily oproti MiGu-195 patfil radar RP-1 lzumrud v
pfidi letounu s malymi kryty ve stfedu a na hornim okraji sani vzduchu a vyzbroji dvou kanénii v
kofenech kfidel. Od roku 1957 pfedla vyroba viech stihaéek pro kaidé poasi na MiG-19PM s
raketovou vyzbroji étyF stfel veduch-vzduch RS-2U a s odstran&nymi kandny v kafenech kfidla.

Bylo vyrobeno pfes 2 100 ks MiGu-19. Letoun byl vyrdbén v S55R. Pozdéji v Ceskoslovensku jako Aero
5-105, kde bylo vyrobeno do roku 1961 vyrobeno 104 letadel. V Cinské lidové republice se vyrabél
jako J-6. Stroj slou#il v mnoha zemich, jako napfiklad Kuba, Severni Vietnam, Egypt, Pékistan a
Severni Korea. Stroj se zaZastnil Vietnamské valky, 3estidennf valky a valky v roce 1971 v Bangladési.

ry’l'he Mikoyan-Gurevich MiG-19 (NATO code “Farmer") was a Soviet twin-engine, single-seat jet fighter
of the second generation, which was also armed with the Czechoslovak People's Army from 1958. It
was the first mass-produced supersonic aircraft in the world. The all-weather fighter entered
{ production in 1955 as the MiG-19P. Among the main differences compared to the MiG-195 was the
RP-1 |lzumrud radar in the nose of the aircraft with small covers in the center and on the upper edge
of the air intake and the armament of two cannons in the wing roots. From 1957, production of all -

i | weather fighters switched to the MiG-19PM with a missile armament of four RS-2U air-to-air missiles
'ﬁ.j{ and with the wing root cannons removed.

Later in
i i : Czechoslovakia as Aero 5-105, where 104 aircraft were produced until 1961. It was produced in the
People's Republic of China as the J-6. The machine served in many countries, such as Cuba, North
Vietnam, Egypt, Pakistan and North Korea. The machine took part in the Vietnam War, the Six Day

War and the 1971 Bangladesh War.
