Some references show her as an ellipitical winged
IXc. but photos from the War of Independence period clearly
show a clipped "e” wing fitted. Note this and all subsequent
aircraft carried the wing bomb racks.

In a black and white photo it is impossible to
tell for certain whether the spinner and rudder stripes
were red or yellow, but it clearly carries a 105 Squadron
badge. We have portrayed it with RAF colors and

former 101 Squadron colors on the rudder and spinner.
